PSY 230 (Developmental Psychology) with a grade of C or higher

SDV 101 (Orientation to Health Sciences) or SDV 100 (College Success Skills) with a grade of C or higher

Curricular GPA of 2.5 or higher

Test of Essential Academic Skills (TEAS) score in the 45" national percentile or higher
(The TEAS assesses knowledge and skills in English, reading comprehension, math, and science.
Priority is given to students who receive the highest TEAS scores. TEAS scores are valid for two
years.)
